At minimum assign hourly bike law enforcement patrol TEAMS along the downtown river system and neighborhood river recreation areas M-F 8:00 a.m. to 10:00 a.m. and 4 pm to 6 pm. Weekends 8 am to 5 pm. Similar to downtown Denver the river is a great access to all things downtown for all residence. High pedestrian traffic times and homeless coming and going from there outdoor resting places.Homeless are living along the river, panhandling, increased belgerent interactions with pedestrians. Uptick in volume being pushed out of downtown into bordering neighborhood park areas. Increasingly feeling feeling very unsafe for all bike path recreationers. 
At present, I am concerned about the upcoming city mayoral election outcome. Ten Haken has been great, I pray we do not go backwards. Addressing the the panhandling situation, it has gotten better, but we cannot let up.

I am not typically insensitive to such things or unthoughtful about the words I choose but it must be said. Bums have taken over downtown. I have lived here most of my 41 years and have not seen anything like it before. Covid hit and it's like we now tolerate vagrancy. Even as folks are investing hundreds of millions of dollars into making this the showpiece of our city, we are just overrun with bums. Sure there's mental health and addiction issues but a lot of it is just bums. I saw someone sleeping on Phillips Ave in front of the old Visnu Bunny space at 9am on a weekday. Why do they feel comfortable doing that? There should be a multi-pronged effort to squash this immediately. Make laws that empower police to push back against panhandling. Offer transients bus tickets to leave the city. Put constant pressure on those who haunt DT and litter and generally degrade our quality of life. Why would the behavior of a couple hundred people be allowed to ruin the heart of a city that hundreds of thousands of people
I do not have any ideas what you could do different. It's imposable to please everyone as we all have different opinions.
I encourage city leadership to pause large-scale expansion and instead prioritize maintaining quality of life, community cohesion, and local culture. Growth for growth's sake is not progress—it risks turning our town into another anonymous suburb with traffic, noise, and rising costs.Please focus on preserving what already works: safe neighborhoods, accessible public spaces, and genuine community connection. The goal shouldn't be to become "bigger," but to remain a place worth belonging to.Our family chose to live here because of the small-town character, sense of community, and slower pace that define the Midwest. However, the city's ongoing push for growth and development is rapidly eroding the very qualities that make this place special.
I feel like middle and low income families are being squeezed out if Sioux Falls. We need affordable housing and residential areas that are community centered. I worry we are in a phase of urban sprawl. 
I just want to be able to own a home and support my family. Feels like a dream that's getting further and further away. We need affordable houses.. not housing. Nobody wants to build a life in an apartment or a town home. 
I keep requesting a downtown bar dance hall playing country music and getting couples out dancing, etc. Arizona, Texas, Nashville have these fun bars, open rooftop dining, unique and needed for young couples, drinking age....liven up these bars in town besides food.
I like the zoning update made for central Sioux Falls, but I think expanding mixed use zoning for the entirety of the city is vital, as every city in the country has proven that zoning primarily for single family housing leads to bankruptcy for cities
I live in an area with lots of home construction. The sites leave dangerous items and garbage in the area, including throwing their lunch trash on the ground. My dog has tried to eat several chicken bones left by construction workers. The water drains are clogged leaving mud and debris. It only gets cleaned when there's a parade of homes! Please encourage safety and cleanliness on construction sites. We live here all of the time, it's our neighborhood. Thank you. 
I love that the city is a welcoming place for people of all backgrounds. However, I'm concerned that in the city's desire to be welcoming, we're giving a free pass to individuals who do not want to follow our laws or community standards. This is a dangerous precedent to set and it creates inherent inequities in our community. No person should be given more liberties or allowed to disregard our laws simply because it is not their "custom." We are the community of Sioux Falls. We need to set shared expectations and have accountability for all community members if we want to preserve the things that make this community wonderful.
I love what SF has done with downtown the last 20 years.  its a more desirable place to visit.  Continue to focus on public spaces and making them beautiful and safe
I think Sioux Falls needs to work on solutions for affordable housing. We bought our house 4 1/2 years ago and got very lucky with price and interest rate. Now we wouldn't be able to afford to buy and own a home because we are priced out. Home ownership benefits both the homeowner and the community. We decided to buy because we wanted to put down roots here. People who may want to do the same are priced out of the market.
I think we need to focus less on growth and more on quality. This was a better place to raise kids with 50k fewer residents
I understand that we have a short window for street improvements due to the seasons, but can we plan out a little more effectively so there is not so much overlap? There have been more than a few situations where the traffic signal timing is not accounted for with the increased flow of traffic (south minnesota avenue interstate interchange, 57th & minnesota) with the cliff ave closure. It's also incredibly frustrating that the street repairs have declined significantly. Blacktop patching is bumpy and poorly completed. As a citizen/taxpayer, I shouldn't need to reach out to the city/street department to correct a poorly completed street repair - it should just be completed correctly the first time.
I understand the police are making progress, but the late-night noise and law-breaking of racing vehicles/cycles MUST be stopped!  These repeat offenders are no more than pathetic criminals who are pathetic, immature, and selfish in their disturbing actions!  I saw a bumper sticker on a car that read "Keep Sioux Falls Loud!"  Is this menace a cult or gang activity?  HOW MANY people have lost sleep with growing frustration levels from the noise these creeps deliver almost nightly?  As a person decides to sleep in nice weather, it should not a tough choice to open a window or not!  Ticket them!  If repeat offenders, arrest them for criminal behavior...JAIL THEM...impound their noise-makers!  Fine them!  Make it expensive to get the loud piece of junk out of impounding! I'm passionate about trash pickup. The first impression of a person driving to town sees is from the interstate. If we continue to work to keep the interstate corridor picked up well, people will have a positive first impression. Also, I've been impressed with ADA availability at Jacobson Plaza. We have a family member in a wheelchair, and can tell when the extra effort is made to bathrooms, parking, and sidewalks. Please continue to keep these options updated in our older parks!
I'm sorry but the roads are getting to be pathetic in some areas and they need lines repainted so we can see better in the rain and snow. Also, it's growing way too fast. It's only 7 miles to go to anywhere on the west side, it can take a half hour if you unfortunately have to travel during a busy time of the day. The traffic is getting ridiculous. I live two blocks off of 26th and I have to sometimes wait quite awhile to turn onto or off of my street due to backed up traffic or even the red light causing cars to stop in front of my street. Invest in education (preschool through 12th grade) especially special education! Not enough teachers or EAs filling and retaining the positions and heavily relying on subs. 
Invest in events that generate significant economic impact for the community and not just the "shiny events". For example, SiouxperCon is a nonprofit organization and event that receives zero City funding, and generates over $1.25M in economic impact annually while supporting other nonprofits. However it is consistently rejected or overlooked despite outreach attempts to larger Sioux Falls businesses that regularly fund lower impact events and projects. 
Invest in every resident, despite their economic abilities. Support local small businesses more with grant money, taxes, etc
invest in indoor pools and libraries
Invest in many public housing projects that are 100% owned by the city to act as an anchor for residential rental prices and to house homeless for as long as they need to get back in their feet. Private equity is buying single-family homes at a record pace. You can't get a job if you don't have a place to live and you need to stay there a while after getting a job to save up for your own place. Public housing is the o-n-l-y way to address those problems. We need hundreds of units.

Having a streetcar system that loops through Sanford, USF, Augustana, Avera, and downtown would be a huge win for sioux falls and drastically increase the value of properties along this route.

It appears the city is not receiving the full scope of information needed regarding the development of a new event center. Experience Sioux Falls has not addressed several critical factors.If the new event center is managed by an entity that does not manage the proposed hotels for this area, we will likely face the same challenges currently experienced, specifically, groups expecting complimentary meeting space based on the number of guest rooms they bring to the city.Experience Sioux Falls has stated that we are losing business due to a lack of available event space. The 10th and 11th Street corridor leading into downtown needs a major overhaul. It's a high-crime area filled with slumlords, making the city look run-down and unattractive. Every time I drive downtown with out-of-town visitors, they immediately notice how neglected it looks. It's a real shame, especially since we've seen areas like the Steel District and Cherapa revitalized with so much success.What this area needs is a complete refresh, without losing the charm of the smaller, local buildings. We need more businesses that people can walk to, and the area should feel safe, not sketchy, as it does now with the homeless and drug activity. There should be more support for neighborhood businesses, not just large "business parks."I'd also love to see trees in the medians of Minnesota Avenue instead of those ugly concrete barriers. They really detract from the area.Right now, it feels like central Sioux Falls is crumbling while we continue to build new areas further out that no one really wants to drive 25 minutes
The area around the entrance and exits at 12th Street and I-29 are a disgrace.  These areas need to be landscaped to be welcoming and show visitors we care about our city.
The city needs to do a better job of listening to the tax payers BEFORE they make all of the plans.  Lately it seems like big ticket items have been decided on and then the public is asked for input when it is already a done deal. You need to do better with this. 
The City should focus on making itself more livable for everyone regardless of income. Sioux Falls is by no means a walkable city, which can make it difficult to get around without a car. The bus system needs to be expanded to all parts of the city, especially toward the west and the southeast parts of town. I live west of 32nd and Ellis. The closest bus stop is on 41st and Sertoma. It isn't reasonable to expect people to walk so far to get a bus. Many people can barely afford a car. Allowing them to have public transportation no matter where they live would remove a major financial strain from them. Walkability is also a major concern. New developments need more parks. The economic progress has been great, but more needs to be done to make Sioux Falls more liveable for all.
The flow of traffic isn't very good especially during busy hours. 
The issue we're seeing is not prioritizing services that help our most vulnerable populations. If we focused on research to guide us, we'd know that we could save lives by focusing and funding prevention programs that offer housing first and harm reduction. Not only that, but trying to shift our community's mindset that allows for compassion and empathy. When policies are enacted that contradict these values, it's giving the public permission to ostracize the very individuals we should be protecting and helping. We need a culture shift and restructure of what our city deems important. We as a community are only as strong as our "weakest player." Bring more representation to the table and strengthen us by helping our marginalized and vulnerable people. 
The proposal to build a new convention center is absolutely unnecessary and fiscally irresponsible. There is nothing wrong with the current convention center that can't be addressed through remodeling and thoughtful expansion. Rather than spending millions on a new facility in a questionable location, the city should invest in upgrading and expanding what we already have. If improved accessibility or "walkability" is the concern, let's look at practical solutions—like the trolley service used during the Summit League Tournament or developing the Convention Center area with another hotel and restaurant.Furthermore, the idea of converting the existing convention center into a recreation center is absurd. A much more logical and community-centered approach would be to build a new rec center in the Riverline District—right next to Drake Springs and the skate park—where recreational activity already thrives.Frankly, the Riverline District project itself raises concerns. It appears to be driven more by the interest

The smell! Downtown and 69th and western smell really bad
The traffic lights on W 26 and S Louise are terribly timed. I work at 4 am and have to sit at these lights for 2+ minutes when there is absolutely no traffic!
The traffic signals timings need attention at major intersections and streets. Speed limits on major streets need to be bumped up to keep traffic moving. ie southwestern ave from 35 to 40 for example. 
The urban sprawl is getting absolutely out of hand. It would be amazing if SF could begin exploring alternatives involving more infill development and higher-density, mixed-use spaces.
